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SELECTION CRITERIA
NT JUNIOR SPORTSPERSON OF THE YEAR

Awarded to a junior athlete who has achieved outstanding results in respect to their
performance in a recognised national or international competition.

Nominations are open to all athletes considered of a junior age by their National Sporting
Organisation.

Evidence of and information about the following should be provided:

e Competition name
e Competition level (i.e. International or National)
e Results, i.e. final placing/position, achievements, records achieved
o Copy of official results from the relevant competition/event to be attached
e Pathway required to qualify for competition
e Quality and depth of competition

e Significance of the achievement in terms of Territory sport

Attachments:

o Official results
e  Minimum of 2 photographs

e Supporting documentation, including media clippings

Eligibility period

To be eligible for nomination, the performances and achievements attained must have
occurred between 1 January 2024 and 31 December 2024.

Status as a Territorian:

Nominees not resident in the NT between 1 January 2024 and 31 December 2024 may be
considered for this award if they have current or previous strong links to the Territory and
Territory Sport.
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
