Arts Industry Development is a grant category of the Northern Territory Arts Grants Program that supports
arts organisations to deliver targeted initiatives aligned to the priorities of the NT Arts Strategy 2034 including arts access, digital competency, technical and production mentorships and regional arts activation. initiatives that increase the accessibility, capability, and sustainability of the NT arts sector.

The 2024-25 Arts Industry Development grants opened on 1 November and closed 30 June 2025.

The assessment panel was comprised of Department of People, Sport and Culture personnel. Panels consider the merit of all applications against the published grant category objectives and assessment criteria. Panels may also consider a spread across art form, regions, value to the applicant/s and value to the Territory.
